Entrants will be supplied with Time Cards and details of the Special Stages at                                                                                              Documentation Scrutiny on Saturday 1st May 2004.  

Servicing will be permitted only in the area specified in the Final Instructions K34.3 & K34.3.1.

16. 
Competitors will be identified by regulation size competition numbers, which WILL NOT be supplied by the organisers. These numbers must be affixed to each front door and must be in position before the vehicle is presented for scrutineering.  Competitors must also make available to the Organisers an area of 645 sq. cm. for advertising (E2.24.1)

17. 
Marking and penalties will be as per K31, with the alteration/additions of the following:-

The meeting is open to all fully elected members of the above Club and who hold a valid MSA Competition Licence.  All competitors must produce valid Club Membership Cards and a National 'B' Competition Licence at Documentation.

5. The event will start and finish at in the Ballynahinch area and will contain up to five (5) Special Stages in Drumkeeragh Forest. Total stage mileage will be approximately 16 miles. Stages will be 100% loose forest roads.

The programme for the event will be as follows: -

6.1.  Scrutineering.
