15. 
Entrants will be supplied with Time Cards and details of the Special Stages at Documentation Scrutiny on Tuesday 13th July 2004 

Servicing will be permitted only in the area specified in the Final Instructions K34.3 & K34.3.1.

16. 
Competitors will be identified by regulation size competition numbers, which WILL NOT be supplied by the organisers. These numbers must be affixed to each front door and must be in position before the vehicle is presented for scrutineering.  Competitors must also make available to the Organisers an area of 645 sq. cm. for advertising (E2.24.1)

17. 
Marking and penalties will be as per K31, with the alteration/additions of the following: -


16.1 K31 (j) For each minute over Target time on a road section or Service Area - 10 secs.


16.2 Failure to report for scrutiny at the time/date stated on Final Instructions – will be fined £20.00

Note: Competitors who arrive 'late' for Scrutiny will also have to wait until ALL other competitors, who arrived 'on time’, have scrutineered.  The Organisers will not accept this as a reason for not 'signing-on' before the required time. (See SR6.1)

The following regulations have been amended as follows: -

K35.1
To be classified as a finisher, a competitor must report to all controls listed in the Road Book/Time Cards and report to the Final Control within his maximum Cumulative Lateness.

K35.3
In the event of a tie, the competitor with the greater number of faster Special Stage times will be the winner.  Failing this the competitor with the faster time on the last stage will be the winner, and then the penultimate stage, and so on until a winner be obtained.

K30.4 (e)
Maximum Permitted Lateness will be 15 minutes.

K34.2
Competitors will be required to reduce lateness by either foregoing or reducing any period of time provided for remaining at a Control or Official Halt.  These Controls/Official Halts will be designated in the Road Book.

K35.1.
Controls/Checks will open 15 mins before the Due Time of arrival of the first car and close 15 mins after the Due Time of arrival of the last car.

K38.3.1.
Only one service vehicle per competing car. Service vehicles will be identified by a 'Service Plate’, which will be issued with Final Instructions.  This 'Service Plate' must be clearly displayed at all times on the front of the Service Vehicle.  Only one such 'Service Plate' will be issued to each competitor.  This 'Service Plate' MUST be affixed to the service vehicle prior to arrival at Bishopscourt Race Circuit.  Any vehicle found in the Service Area without such 'plate' prominently displayed to the front of the vehicle will be removed from the Service Area.  The Organisers will not be responsible for ANY damage caused due to the removal of such vehicles.  Vehicles so removed will not be permitted re-entry to the service area.   This will be strictly enforced.  Any competitor wishing to bring an additional service vehicle or hospitality unit, motor home, caravan, etc into service area must inform the organisers prior to the event. 

19. Competitors are reminded that as this event will take place entirely on private property then vehicles do not need to be taxed or insured for use on the Public Highway, however valid MOT Certificates MUST be produced, if applicable, in respect of the competing vehicle.   All competitors also require an MSA Vehicle Log Book in respect of the competing vehicle. Log Books cannot be issued at the event and it is the competitor’s responsibility to obtain same prior to the event.

1. Ballynahinch & District Motor Club Ltd. (hereafter referred to as The Organisers) will promote a National ‘B’ Permit Multi Use Rally at Bishopscourt Racing Circuit on Tuesday 13th July 2004. This event is a round of the TRACKER Clubmans Stage Rally Championship.

The meeting will be held under the General Regulations of the Motor Sports Association Ltd. (incorporating the provisions of the International Sporting Code of the FIA.), and these Supplementary Regulations.

MSA Permit Number has been applied for

4.
The meeting is open to all fully elected members of the above Club and who hold a valid MSA Competition Licence.  All competitors must produce valid Club Membership Cards and a National 'B' Competition Licence at Documentation.

5.
The event will start and finish at Bishopscourt Racing Circuit and will contain up to eight (8) Special Stages.  Total stage mileage will be approximately 20 miles.  At no time will competitors be required to transverse public roads. 

6. 
The programme for the event will be as follows: -

6.1.  Scrutineering.

Scrutiny will take place at the Circuit on the morning of Tuesday 13th July 2004.  Individual times for Scrutiny will be advised in Final Instructions.  Competitors failing to attend scrutiny at the time stated in these instructions will be penalised as per SR16.2.  Any competitor not signed on by 09.30hrs WILL be excluded and his place taken by a competitor from the Reserve Entry List, should one exist, or failing this he may be requested to take up a place at the end of the starting list.  At scrutiny cars will be examined for compliance with tyre and vehicle safety regulations as well as for class eligibility.  All vehicles must comply with MSA Technical Regulations.  A noise test will be carried out prior to vehicle scrutiny as per K6.1. Maximum permitted limit is 98dB(A).  This will be strictly enforced.

6.2.
Start.

Cars will start at 30-Sec. intervals.  The first car will start not earlier than 10.00hrs on Tuesday 13th July 2004 Individual times of starting will be posted on the event notice board after drivers briefing on Tuesday 13th July 2004

Route.

Class 5 - Clubman cars from 1651cc up to and including 2100cc (16 valve)

All cars must comply with the current MSA vehicle regulations (including the requirement for all vehicles to produce a logbook and MOT Certificate) as appropriate.

Turbo engine cars - class determined by capacity x 1.7.  Rotary engine cars - class determined by capacity x 2

7.3 Vehicle Regulations for Class 6

7.3.1     Cars eligible for Class 6 are those which are, or have at any time, been homologated in Group N as defined in FIA appendix J.  Also any series production car, which has been available for general sale in Northern Ireland.


7.3.2.
The standard specification of any model shall be determined by FIA homologation papers      in the case of current and former Group N cars, and by manufacturers or other workshop manuals in the case of all others.

7.3.3.
The onus of proving eligibility for Class 6 rests solely with the competitor.



7.3.4.
Regulations 7.1 and 7.2 apply.

Awards will be presented as follows: -
